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Proxemics

* Edward T. Hall, in the 60°s, developed a
theory based on the relationship between
space and culture, specifically how space
affect the culture of living matter.

* Hall coined the term proxemics “for the
interrelated observations and theories of
man’s use of space”. He concluded there
are four spaces we use to develop
personalities, culture and communication.
